	
	



The CGRS informs on the current status of the fast track procedure (FTP) zzzzzz
The FTP came into force on 1 February 2024. It allows the organisation to take a quicker final decision for applicants with their first applications with low chances to be recognised. The CGRS regularly assesses whether countries qualify for this.
The current policy allows FTP for applicants residing at an address, or whose file contains an address. This is to avoid that applicants not offered accommodation and living on the streets are included. For applicants coming from safe countries of origin, it is sufficient if the applicant chooses the CGRS as a place of residence.
Currently, the following countries are included in the list, when FTP can be used:
· safe countries of origin (currently Albania, Bosnia and Herzegovina, North Macedonia, Kosovo, Montenegro, Serbia, India and Moldova);Georgia (including accompanied minors);
· Benin;
· Angola.
The CGRS examines each case individually, and if certain elements exit, such as a particular vulnerability, it can decide not to fast track the application.
