The Nordic ministers responsible for immigration met on 18 February 2026 to discuss the implementation of the rules related to the safe third country concept and return hubs located outside of the EU. The minister emphasised that cooperation is key among Nordic countries on return-related aspects.
The ministers also discussed the new rules on the application of the concept of a safe third country and challenges related to returns to Afghanistan and Syria. 
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
