On 31 March 2025, Minister of the Interior, Vít Rakušan, attended the Border Security Summit in London, which focused on current challenges in the area of ​​external border protection and international cooperation on migration issues. We are also working to tighten our own asylum and migration legislation in order to make the expulsion of people who pose a security risk and the return of those who do not obtain asylum more effective. We want to approve the amendment to the migration legislation as soon as possible, given the international situation," said Interior Minister Vít Rakušan.
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
